All sections of the Monon
Greenway are now open.

* [f the Monon Greenway is busy,
please avoid the area. As an alter-
native consider visiting trails in city
parks.

+ Always maintain physical dis-
tancing.

* Hand sanitizer stations have
been placed along Monon Boulevard
and around Midtown Plaza, thanks to
a generous sponsorship from Allied
Solutions.

* Trailhead restrooms at 96th
Street and Rohrer Road are open.

Parks and open spaces are
partially open, with some
amenities remaining closed.

* Playgrounds and splash pads
will remain closed until further no-
tice, per Indiana Executive Oder 20-
28. The State has provided no guid-
ance as to when playgrounds will be
able to reopen.

* Central Park skatepark is open.

* Central Dog Park is partial-
ly open. The grass section for large
dogs remains closed due to wet con-
ditions from all of the recent rain.
The mulched zone for large dogs and
the small dog sections are open.

Restrooms are open in
the following locations:

* Central Park: Dog park and east
woods latrine. (Westermeier Com-
mons restrooms remain closed.)

» Hazel Landing Park: Portable
toilet and hand washing station.

» Meadowlark Park: Portable toi-
let and hand washing station.

» West Park: Main restrooms are
open. (Jill Perelman Pavilion re-
strooms remain closed.)

* Restrooms that are primarily used
to support playgrounds and splash
pads remain closed in an effort to help
discourage use of these amenities.
These include Westermeier Commons,
Inlow Park, Founders Park, River Her-
itage Park, and Perelman Pavilion.
The Monon Community Center will
open on Sunday, May 24 for current

members by reservation only.

* Reservations are available up to
one week in advance.

* The gymnasium, track, activity
pool and KidZone and saunas remain
closed.

* Members may elect to suspend
their pass until June 14 or July 4 if
they are not comfortable resuming
their workouts or the amenities they
most frequently use remain closed.
Membership Billing Suspension
Form must be submitted to continue
to defer payments.

* MCC will be available for use
by members only through July 4.

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This week in Indianas
history ...

1844 — May Wright
Sewall was born in Wis-
consin. After moving to
Indianapolis to teach at
Shortridge High School,
she became active in the
feminist movement, estab-
lished a girls' classical high
school, and helped found
the Propylacum. Elected
president of the National
Council of Women in 1891,
she later served as president
of the International Coun-
cil. In 1915, she accepted
an invitation to travel on the
Ford Peace Ship to Europe.

1861 — Major General
George McClellan came
to Indianapolis to review
five regiments of soldiers
in Military Park. He was
joined by Indiana Governor
Oliver P. Morton, Illinois
Governor Richard Yates,
and Ohio Governor Wil-
liam Denison. Newspapers
reported that a huge crowd
came to witness the event
as General McClellan rode
through the ranks on a large
white horse. He was said
to be "well pleased with
the stalwart and soldierly
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appearance of the men and
their proficiency in drilling,
considering the short time
they have been at it."

1914 — Automobile pi-
oneer Henry Ford attended
the fourth running of the In-
dianapolis 500 Mile Race.
He and other executives of
the Ford Motor Company
cheered Frenchman René
Thomas as he took the
checkered flag after running
200 laps at an average speed
of 82 mph. That evening
Ford was honored at a din-
ner in the Florentine Room
at the Claypool Hotel. The
day before, company offi-
cials had been treated to a
luncheon where they were
welcomed by Indianapolis
Mayor Joseph Bell. After
lunch, the 300 guests were
seated in several hundred
Ford cars which paraded
through downtown streets.

1920 - Mrs. John
Sprague was driving her
buggy near St. Louis Cross-
ing in Bartholomew Coun-
ty when the horse became
frightened and began run-
ning away. Nearby with
their automobile were two
young farmers, Charles Hi-
att and David Marr. With Hi-
att at the wheel of his car and
Marr on the running board,
they took off after the run-
away. When they were side
by side, moving at a high rate
of speed, Marr leaped from
the running board into the
buggy, seized the lines, and
stopped the horse. Newspa-
pers reported that the ani-
mal was halted just as it was
approaching a sharp turn in
the road along the edge of a
steep embankment.

1933 — James Alexander
Thom was born in Gosport,
Ind. After graduating from

Butler University and serv-
ing in the Marine Corps, he
began writing novels set in
Colonial America and the
Western United States. His
books include Follow the
River, Long Knife, From
Sea to Shining Sea, Fire in
the Water, and Panther in
the Sky, which was named
"Best Novel of the Year" by
Western Writers of Amer-
ica. His work is known for
meticulous research and
historical accuracy.

1957 — The first restau-
rant in the new Burger Chef
hamburger chain opened at
62nd and Keystone in Indi-
anapolis. The original menu
listed flame-broiled ham-
burgers for 19 cents, fries
14 cents, shakes 19 cents,
and soft drinks 10 cents.
The Burger Chef system,
based in Indianapolis, be-
came the nation's second
largest hamburger opera-
tion, trailing only McDon-
ald's. Their mascots Burger
Chef and Jeff were popular
in commercials. Purchased
by General Foods in 1968
and later sold to a Canadian
company, Burger Chef was
taken over by Hardee's in

Duke Energy warning

customer to guard against
COVID-19 scammers

The REPORTER

Duke Energy is warning
its Indiana customers to be
on guard against phone calls
from scammers who are
demanding that utility cus-
tomers pay their electric bill
immediately or risk having
their electric service discon-
nected within the hour.

“Scammers often try and
take advantage of people
during a crisis,” said Duke
Energy Indiana President
Stan Pinegar. “Because of
the pandemic, we’ve tem-
porarily suspended discon-
nections for nonpayment.
We’ve had increased re-
ports of scammers, though,
threatening disconnections.
The best way to defend
yourself against these scam-
mers is to recognize how the
scam works and understand
that Duke Energy never
asks customers for prepaid
debit cards.”

Typically, the custom-
er receives an unsolicited
phone call — sometimes
an automated call — from
an individual who falsely
claims to be a Duke Energy
representative  demanding
immediate payment, usual-
ly in the form of a prepaid
debit card. Scammers have
even duplicated the Duke
Energy upfront Interactive
Voice Response system, so
when customers call back
phone numbers provided
by the scammer, it sounds
like a legitimate Duke En-
ergy phone number. Some
of these criminals also use
caller-ID spoofing to repli-
cate a utility’s customer ser-
vice number.

stores — then call him or her
back to supposedly make a
payment to Duke Energy.

* The scammer asks the
customer for the prepaid
card’s receipt number and
PIN number, which grants
instant access to the card’s
funds.

* The customer has re-
ceived no other notice from
Duke Energy that an ac-
count is overdue.

How to protect
yourself

* Duke Energy never
asks or requires a customer
with a delinquent account
to purchase a prepaid debit
card — or iTunes card — to
avoid disconnection.

» Customers can make
payments online, by phone,
automatic bank draft, or
mail.

* Customers with de-
linquent accounts receive
advance disconnection no-
tification with the regular
monthly billing — never a
single notification one hour
before disconnection.

* Customers who sus-
pect or experience fraud
or feel threatened during
contact with one of these
thieves, should contact local
law enforcement authorities
and then the Duke Energy
Indiana phone number list-
ed on their bill (800-521-
2232). Never dial the phone
number the scammers pro-
vide.

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Column: From forts to sports...

Growing up in The Homesteads

Remember the kids who
grew up with you in the same
neighborhood?

I certainly do.

I had the good fortune to
grow up in The Homesteads. Un-
less you grew up there, chances
are you’ve never heard of The
Homesteads.

The Homesteads is a suburb
of Sheridan, a left or right turn
off Lamong Road, depending on
whether you’re traveling north
or south. It is located northeast
of Curryville, another Sheridan
suburb.

Yes. Even Sheridan has sub-
urbs...Sort of.

If memory serves me correct-
ly, The Homesteads was created
by the late Schooley and Vicki
Johnson in a wooded area just
south of the Johnson’s historic
Sheridan home, The Kercheval
Homestead. It is where President
Benjamin Harrison would spend
time when he was hunting in the
area. That was a few years back.
Even before Schooley and Vicki.

The Gail and Linda Godby
family settled there when I was
about seven years old. We were
a family of six then moving in to
a simple, one-story, three-bed-
room brick ranch. It was a house
that seemed much larger than it
is today.

To create The Homesteads, a
circle was carved into the woods.
Half the road was gravel and half
was grass. Through the years,
houses would be constructed
inside and outside that circle. A
few years ago, the county took
over the road, paved it and gave
it a name: Homestead Drive.

I’'m pretty sure we were
about the fourth house in the ad-
dition.

In the beginning there were
McVeys, Mitchells and Barricks.
Soon after, there would be Spen-
cers, Millers, Hollingsworths
and more. Even my best friend
Curt Agner and his family would
build a home in the back corner
lot next to Joe and Pat Gray, who
bought the Mitchell home.

Other famous former resi-
dents in the Homesteads includ-
ed popular Sheridan teacher,
coach and athletic director Rex
Bowman, his wife Nancy and
their girls, former Sheridan High
basketball coach Dan Dawson
and family, and another former
SHS basketball coach and ath-
letic director, Brian Jones and

family.

It was Steve Barrick, the
youngest of Bud and Mary Bar-
rick’s four boys, who taught my
brothers Bob and Joe and me
how to play in the woods. Steve
taught us how to build things out
of nature, like a lean-to and forts
made out of tall grass, sticks and
other stuff you find in the woods.
I spent a lot of happy times there.

As the years passed, playing
army with sticks for guns for
hours in the woods was replaced
by sports. The late Don Smith
graciously allowed us to use his
large, vacant lot in front of our
house for a baseball diamond.
The games attracted many kids
from the city of Sheridan and
suburb of Curryville, resulting
in many competitive games. You
had to make sure you avoided
the boulder that stuck out of the
ground in shallow right field,
though.

Steve Barrick and my bib
brother Bob were sometimes
able to belt the ball on to Lam-
ong Road. You had to make
sure, though, you looked both
ways when chasing it, as there
were no speed limit signs on
Lamong Road. Steve would give
up baseball, but later play some
outstanding high school football
for the Blackhawks.

The Miller boys, John, Paul
and Phil, played many games
on that diamond, along with Jeff
and Steve Spencer, and Victor
and Vance Hollingsworth. I'd
like to think I taught my neigh-
borhood pals an appreciation for
my favorite music as [ would of-
ten set the stereo speakers in the
window — when Mom and Dad
were at work, of course — and
we’d listen to The Beatles while
playing ball.

Since my dad, who has never
left The Homesteads, was a fa-
mous Sheridan summer league
coach back in the day, we also
had access to the best baseball
equipment.

Naturally, Mr. Smith’s big
yard became a football field in
the fall.

The month of May brought
the neighborhood a kinda-500-
mile-race around the oval. It was
tough going since half the track
was mowed grass, but we made
it work somehow. We did the
qualifying and did things to our
bikes thinking we were going to
make them go faster.

Vince Hollingsworth, my
classmate and the oldest of the
three Hollingsworth brothers,
had the ultimate Indianapolis
500 race flag set. I'm not sure
we knew what each flag meant,
but it was cool having them, and
Vince, who did know the pur-
pose of each flag, waved them
like a pro.

No. We didn’t go 500 miles.
We had a set number of laps, but
I don’t think we ever finished
before someone would inevita-
bly crash — usually into nothing
and that would end it.

There was also football in
the backyard of our house where
we usually went two-on-two
throwing and defending pass-
es. In the front yard, Victor and
Vance Hollingsworth would
come down and play two-on-
two football with my brother Joe
and me. Vance was a little guy,

the youngest of the three boys,
but give him a football and he
could scoot.

Finally, some of the greatest
games played in The Home-
steads were Wiffle ball games
also played in the backyard of the
house. The diamond was set up
so the back of the house was the
left field wall. Right field went
on forever and ever. Left-handed
hitter Joe would take advantage
of the long field, while Bob and
life-long friend Mike Shelburne,
who often came to play from
Curryville, were always aiming
for the roof in left field.

Me? I usually flied out.

A few of the Homestead-
ers from my day remain in The
Homesteads today, but most
have moved on, or are no longer
with us. What remains are many
memories of growing up there
that never fade.

This past summer, Jordan Loyd made
it to basketball’s mountaintop.

Loyd fought for a spot on the Toronto
Raptors roster after grinding out his ear-
ly professional career in the G-League
and overseas. Then came an epic cameo
in Kawhi Leonard’s game-winning shot
during Game 7 of the Eastern Conference
Semifinals.

The finale in 2019? An NBA Champi-
onship ring. A member of Canada’s great-
est professional basketball team ever.

His proudest fans, however, were
back at the University of Indianapolis,
where Jordan is still drawing up his best
plays.

“I just want to do as much as I can and
give back to people just like me,” Loyd
said via FaceTime from Valencia, Spain.
“I had a dream, went to a small school,
and now everything seems so grand. I
just want to be that guy. You can do (any-
thing) no matter what happens.”

In 2015, ahead of his senior season
back at University of Indianapolis, Loyd
lost his wingman. Former Greyhound
teammate and best friend Dai-Jon Parker
was tragically killed in a boating accident
just outside of Indianapolis.

In 2020, that special bond is now
built into the walls of a new home for
the Greyhounds Men’s Basketball team.
Jordan’s gift to their old squad — a film
room — is complete, just down a hallway
from the Hounds’ home floor.

For the first time in team history, the
program that has long been labeled a
“winner” is enjoying the room.

“He (Parker) is the reason I do what I

do today,” Loyd said. “I know if he was
here to see the room, he would be amazed.
All of the details and work that went in,
he would just be truly honored. The fact
that I can have his name there, have our
jerseys there forever — it is something
that will be in my heart and his family’s
heart forever.”

This past season, Loyd decided to put
his NBA dreams on hold for a chance to
play professionally in Spain.
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The film room back on campus in
Indianapolis isn’t a result of Loyd’s im-
mense wealth. Instead, this an example
of Loyd’s intense passion, the character-
istic that the Greyhounds fell in love with
when Loyd first transferred into the pro-
gram as an unknown and unproven pros-
pect out of Atlanta.

“I have been in love with Ulndy since
I set foot on the campus,” Loyd said.
