HSE to build new elementary school in Noblesville

Schools recently submitted
plans to build a new elemen-
tary school in Noblesville.
According to HSE of-

ficials, Boden Road Ele-
mentary will be built at the
intersection of 156th Street
and Boden Road. The
two-story, 102,000 square-
foot facility is expected to

cost $35 million.

The 40-acre parcel of
land on which the school will
be built upon could also oc-
cupy an intermediate school
in the future.

The Noblesville Plan
Commission has already ap-
proved a change in zoning.
Final zoning approval will
need to come from the No-
blesville City Council.

Dept. improves
community
risk rating

The Fishers Health Department shared
two pieces of news Friday, one on the over-
all community risk related to COVID-19 and
the other on the start of younger people in the
community eligible for coronavirus testing.

Director Monica Heltz said in a video
posted Friday that the community health
risk dashboard is now moving in a down-
ward direction, which is a good measure.
The rating is still at Level 3 — Significant,
but is moving downward. Heltz says the
rating may be down into Level 2 — Moder-
ate — early next week.

The department also announced that
Fishers residents as young as five are now
eligible for the free COVID-19 test avail-
able to anyone living in the City of Fishers.
Heltz recommends parents and their chil-
dren view a video that will soon be avail-
able on the health department website be-
fore going to a test.

Hot housing market in Central
Indiana continues to set records

The housing market in
Central Indiana is setting
records. Homes are being
sold not in months or days,
but hours.

It’s a great time to sell,
but it can be a difficult time
to buy. Across the 16 coun-
ties which make up the area
tracked by the MIBOR Real-
tor Association, there is less
than one month’s inventory,
something realtors said has
never happened before.

Ashley Ernstberger and
her family moved into a larg-
er home in Noblesville just
three weeks ago, not far from
their last home. “Exciting
but stressful time,” she said.

When they put their
home on the market, they
had four requests for view-
ings in 15 minutes.

“Our neighbor texted
us and said we could have
charged admission for as
many people coming into

our home that evening,” Ern-
stberger said with a laugh.

They ended up with six
offers, including four over
the list price of $163,000.
The offer they selected paid
$168,000, covered closing
costs and paid for a few oth-
er items.

They’re not alone. A
house down the street sold
in six hours and the one
around the corner took even
less time.

Bob Woerner, senior re-
altor partner with the Evelo
Team, part of Keller Wil-
liams, said he’s never seen
anything like it. “Definitely
not,” Woerner said. “Even
those that have been around
20, 30, 40 years, there has
never been an inventory lev-
el this low.”

A balanced market is one
with about six months of in-
ventory listed for sale.

Woerner said MIBOR
has never been below one
month’s inventory until June
when it was 0.9. Last month,

it fell even further to 0.8. He
says he believes it’s a com-
bination of factors: People
living in their homes longer,
pent-up demand from the
initial pandemic slowdown
and low interest rates.

“This is really across all
the donut counties,” Woerner
said. “That market data holds
true for each one of those.”

Woerner said homes be-
low $250,000 are the most in
demand.

As of Thursday, there
were 44 homes listed for sale
in Carmel, Fishers, Nobles-
ville and Westfield below
that price point, with just 543
for sale regardless of price.

Woerner said to try to
seal the deal, buyers are tak-
ing extra steps like waiving
home inspections, paying
closing costs, agreeing to go
over appraised values and
even writing cover letters to
the sellers.

“If the buyer has interest in
purchasing that home, we’re
signing and  submitting
before we even leave the
house,” he said.

For Emstberger, getting
her new $250,000 home
meant going $10,000 over
list price, agreeing to go
$2,500 over appraisal if
needed, and writing a cover
letter.

She considers her fami-
ly fortunate. “I do feel like
now that it has become our
own, it was worth it,” she
said. “We come downstairs

every day and just the space
that we have, we can have
birthday parties here, we
can have family and friends
over and not feel like we’re
stepping on top of one an-
other.”

According to MIBOR,
the 0.8-month inventory in
July 2020 is almost a full
month less than July 2019
when it was at 1.7. In July
2016, there was a four-
month inventory. Back in
July 2009, at the end of the
recession, there was nine
months of supply.

MIBOR 16-county area with
the hottest market, Johnson
and Shelby counties have 0.6
months of supply. Marion
and Hamilton counties are
both at 0.8 months. Brown
County is the slowest with
1.5 months of supply.

Even so, applications for
home construction permits
and single-family building
permits are up 12 percent
so far in 2020 compared to
2019. MIBOR said the me-
dian sale price for a home
in July 2020 was $225,000
with 3,969 homes sold, an
increase of 8.5 percent.

This week in Indiana’s
history ...

1917 — Lillian Thomas
Fox died in Indianapolis.
Hired by the Indianapolis
News in 1900, she was the
first African-American to
write for a white newspa-
per in Indiana. A leader in
the community, she was
co-founder of the Indianap-
olis Women's Improvement
Club and a life-long activist
for positive social change.

1943 — As a World War
II "home front" effort, the
Indiana Bell Telephone
Company ran newspaper
ads asking customers to
refrain from using long-dis-
tance lines between the
hours of 7 and 10 p.m.
There was a need to keep
circuits open for American
servicemen overseas who
wanted to call home. "He
can't telephone any old
time," the ad said. "His days
are pretty well filled."

1964 — The Beatles, on
their first wave of popu-
larity in the United States,
appeared live at the Indiana
State Fair. They performed
in two sold-out shows,

Hoosiers give hospitals, providers
high marks during pandemic

74% concerned about health insurance company profits

A new statewide poll
shows Hoosiers give ex-
tremely high marks to hos-
pitals and health care pro-
viders for their response to
the COVID-19 pandemic.
Eighty-two percent of Hoo-
siers said hospitals have
responded well during the
pandemic and 80 percent
applaud the work of health
care providers. The poll,
conducted by Bellwether
Research and Consulting,
surveyed 800 Hoosier vot-
ers statewide Aug. 13-16.

Hoosiers also trust hos-
pitals and health providers,
with 71 percent expressing
trust for hospitals and 79 per-
cent for health care provid-
ers. Two-thirds of Hoosier
voters say they do not “gen-
erally trust” health insurance
and drug companies.

“Indiana’s hospitals sin-
cerely appreciate the trust
that Hoosiers have placed in
them,” said IHA President
Brian Tabor. “Our complete
focus has been on providing

care 24/7 to all patients and
maintaining a high state of
readiness into the future.”
In addition, the poll
showed that Hoosiers be-
lieve hospitals and health
care providers make a posi-
tive difference in their com-
munities and are critical to
the state’s economy.
“Hospitals are the cor-
nerstones in their commu-
nities. Not only do they
provide health care, they are
frequently one of the largest,
if not the largest employer,”
said Rob McLin, president
and CEO of Good Samari-
tan Hospital and chair of the
IHA Board of Directors.
Hoosiers also expressed
concern about the financial
toll COVID-19 is taking on
hospitals. Seventy-five per-
cent expressed concern that
hospitals, especially rural
and urban safety net facil-
ities, are at risk of closing.
With the impact of increased
costs of supplies and other
expenditures,  suspension
of elective procedures, and
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many patients’ avoidance of
care, hospitals experienced
significant financial losses
although federal relief has
helped greatly.

Hoosiers point to health
insurance companies and
drug companies as the driv-
ers of rising health care
costs. Sixty-eight percent
say health insurance com-
panies make too much mon-
ey, and 75 percent say drug
companies make too much
money. Just 38 percent say
hospitals make too much
money. In fact, when asked
which concerns them more,
voters overwhelmingly
choose health insurance
company profits (74 per-
cent) over hospital profits
(18 percent).

“Clearly this is a chal-
lenging time for all Hoo-
siers and it is vital that our
health care delivery system
remains strong,” said Tabor.
“We also know that Hoosier
consumers and businesses
need relief, and we hope
that insurance companies

will consider rebates and
support providers at this
pivotal time in our econom-
ic recovery.”
