Major conference on city planning this week in Carmel

As the world begins to
emerge from the pandemic, a
unique gathering of city leaders
and professionals from across
the country and the globe is tak-
ing place this week as Carmel
plays host to the 57th Interna-
tional Making Cities Livable
(IMCL) Conference.

The conference has previ-
ously been held in places such
as Freiburg, Germany; Charles-

ton, S.C.; Bristol, U.K.; Venice,
Italy; Portland, Ore.; and San
Francisco, Calif. This is the first
time the conference has been
held in Indiana. Carmel Mayor
Jim Brainard has long been ac-
tive in the IMCL and is a mem-
ber of the Board of Stewards.
The conference will take
place at the Palladium and
Hotel Carmichael. About 200
people are currently signed up
for the conference — coming

together to address forefront ur-
ban challenges in the livability
laboratory of Carmel. This is
the first major in-person confer-
ence on cities and towns since
the pandemic began.

The conference will exam-
ine "livable cities (and suburbs)
for ALL." Plenary speakers,
breakouts, workshops, and tours
and networking activities will
provide the opportunity to city
leaders and change agents to as-

sess this moment in history, and
to examine the latest emerging
tools and strategies to meet the
new challenges. Among the
tools and strategies to be consid-
ered are financial mechanisms,
new codes and design standards,
new models of planning and de-
sign, and new findings from the
latest academic research.

SUV collides with
motorcycle, leaving

Cicero man dead

At approximately 9:12 p.m. on Satur-
day, Noblesville police officers respond-
ed to the intersection of Boden Road and
146th Street to a report of a crash involving
a motorcycle and SUV.

A 2021 Chevrolet Equinox was facing
northbound on Boden Road in the left turn
lane and was preparing to turn left (west)
onto 146th Street just prior to the crash.
Witnesses said the driver of the Chevrolet
turned left into the path of a southbound
2009 Harley Davidson motorcycle travel-
ing through the intersection. The driver and
passenger of the motorcycle were thrown
from the vehicle as a result of the crash.

The driver of the motorcycle was iden-
tified as Matthew D. Cooper, 37, Cicero.
Cooper suffered life-threatening injuries
and was transported by ground ambulance
to L.U. Health Saxony Hospital in Fishers.
He died a short time later.

The driver of the Chevrolet Equinox
was identified as Deborah A. Dunn, 65, No-
blesville. Dunn did not suffer any injuries
in the crash.

The passenger on the Harley Davidson
was identified as Mya D. Cooper, 29, Ci-
cero. Cooper sustained non-life-threatening
