Sagamore of the Wabash 
award. 

Created in the 1940s, the 
Sagamore is one of the highest 
honors in the state of Indiana, 
awarded by the governor as a 
personal tribute to those who 
have rendered distinguished 
service to the state through 
their wisdom, public com-
mitment, and concern for the 
well-being of others. 

Issued by Indiana Governor 
Eric Holcomb, the award was 
presented to Niedermeyer in 
honor of her retirement by No-
blesville Mayor Chris Jensen.

“Beth has been instru-
mental in making Nobles-
ville Schools one of the best 
districts in the state,” Jensen 

said. “As a parent, I appreci-
ate everything she has done 
inside the classrooms and as 
mayor she has been a criti-
cal partner on numerous ini-

tiatives, events and projects 
that the city and schools have 
partnered on over the eight 
years she has led the district. 
She will be greatly missed, 

but it is my honor to present 
her the Sagamore of the Wa-
bash Award on behalf of Gov. 
Eric Holcomb for her years of 
service in education and the 
thousands of students she has 
positively impacted.”

The term “sagamore” 
was used by the American 
Indian tribes of the north-
eastern United States to de-
scribe a great man among 
the tribe to whom the chief 
would look for wisdom and 
advice. The award states that 
the honoree is distinguished 
by their humanity in living, 
loyalty in friendship, wisdom 
in council, and inspiration in 
leadership.

Niedermeyer recently an-
nounced that she will retire at 
the end of June after 38 years 
in public education.

Tie vote means ailing 
member will remain on 
Carmel City Council

Carmel City Council Member Bruce 
Kimball was re-elected in 2019.

According to Kim-
ball’s son, a year lat-
er, Kimball suffered 
a stroke. The council 
decided at that time to 
take a wait-and-see ap-
proach as to whether 
Kimball would recover 
and return to his seat on 
the council.

Since then, Kim-
ball has continued to 
receive his pay and 
health care benefits.

Council Member 
Sue Finkam said Mon-
day night, “It’s clear-
ly been a while, and, 
again, we hoped he’d 
be back, but unfortu-
nately he has not and, 
given all the activity in 
this district, I feel it’s 
time to look closer at this issue and when 
he can return.”

Finkam co-sponsored a resolution that 
would initiate a process of declaring Kim-
ball’s council seat vacant due to his extend-
ed absence. The resolution on Monday night 
ended in a 4-4 tie, meaning it does not pass 
and Kimball will remain in his seat, leaving 
voters to decide in 2023.

Several in attendance of Monday night’s 
meeting say they feel like they don’t have

“Summer break is a fun 
time to use the library and 
develop a lifelong habit 
of reading. Plus, reading 
over the summer helps 
young readers keep their 
skills up.”

For some reason, my 
mother became extremely 
nervous whenever I brought 
up the topic of finding my 
biological family. Even 
when the records division 
of St. Joseph County shared 
some non-identifying infor-
mation with me in 2009, she 
was unhappy. 

I wanted to respect her 
feelings, but as a mom my-
self, the urge to find out 
more about my biological 
history grew stronger ev-
ery year. I wanted my boys 
to know their heritage, see 
where some of their traits 
came from, and have good 
medical history information. 

When I learned that the 
State of Ohio was opening 
up their adoption records 
in the spring of 2015, I 
knew I couldn’t wait any 

longer. I decided to get the 
information and not tell 
my mother.

It was so hard to keep 
everything a secret, espe-
cially as my search grew 
along with my love and re-
spect for my parents. If only 
I could have told Mom how, 
with each new discovery on 

my journey, it helped me 
feel closer to her than ever.

I know so many people 
are touched through adop-
tion, so I hope my future 
stories will help others in the 
months and years to come. 

Thanks for being flexi-
ble, Readers! I look forward 
to this new direction.

I-465 reduced to one lane, Allisonville 
Road on-ramp closing this weekend

The REPORTER
‘Clear Path 465’ crews 

are scheduled to restripe and 
shift southbound traffic this 
weekend to begin rebuild-
ing and adding lanes to In-
terstate 465. Drivers should 
expect long delays in the 
Castleton area and seek al-
ternate routes.

Striping crews will re-
duce I-465 eastbound and 
southbound traffic to one 
lane starting after 9 p.m. 
Friday, weather permitting. 
The lane closures will ex-
tend from Allisonville Road 
to 56th Street and continue 
through the day on Satur-
day and Sunday. Eastbound 
I-465 drivers on the north 
side of Indianapolis should 
reduce their speed and be 
prepared for traffic to slow 
or stop suddenly as early as 
the Keystone Avenue inter-
change.

The weekend traffic pat-
tern will temporarily close

of U.S. military veterans. It 
is because of our country’s 
veterans that we can enjoy 
life as we know it in our 
remarkable nation and can 
come together at events, like 
Indy 500, without fear of ex-
ternal threats.

One aspect of my ca-
reer that I hold most dear 
is the opportunity to make 
a difference in the lives of 
veterans through the team’s 
Turns for Troops program, 
sponsored by United Rent-

als. For every lap 
that I complete on 
the track, United 
Rentals gracious-
ly donates $50 
to SoldierStrong, 
a national non-
profit organiza-
tion dedicated to 
donating revolu-
tionary medical 

technologies to Veterans 
Affairs medical centers and 
other facilities to provide 
veterans with expanded ac-
cess to innovative medical 
care. I’m proud that since 
2016, Turns for Troops has 
raised $1,485,177 for Sol-
dierStrong. Of that total, 
$631,700 has come through 
laps turned, the Graham and 
Courtney Rahal Foundation 
has raised over $630,000 
through our annual Drivers 
Tournament powered by 
United Rentals and our Vino 
for Vets event, and another 
$222,794 came from vari-
ous sources. 

During the 2016 sea-
son’s stop at Sonoma, I had 
the honor of meeting Sgt. 
Dan Rose, a 10-year Army 
Reserve veteran who was 
paralyzed from the waist 
down when he was injured 
by an improvised explo-
sive device (IED) blast in 
Afghanistan. Since our first 
meeting, Dan Rose has 
served as an inspiration to 
me for what it truly means 
to be an American patriot. 
His life is also an example 
– which all Americans can 
look to emulate – of extraor-
dinary perseverance and 
hope in the face of adversity 
and hardship. With the help 
of a state-of-the-art spinal 
cord rehabilitation device 
known as an exoskeleton, he 
was able to regain the ability 
to stand and walk again.

Rose was fortunate to 
access an exoskeleton be-
cause of the tremendous 
and unique efforts carried 
out by SoldierStrong. De-
spite his injury, he pursues 
a full and active lifestyle 

that includes downhill ski-
ing and mountain biking. 
To date, SoldierStrong has 
donated two iBOT PMDs to 
individual veterans and 29 
SoldierSuits and 18 virtual 
reality technology systems, 
known as BraveMind, to 
treat post-traumatic stress 
to medical facilities across 
the country. These and oth-
er technologies that Sol-
dierStrong provides have 
the power to transform the 
day-to-day experiences of 
veterans in their lives after 
service. I’ve seen the ca-
pabilities of these medical 
technologies firsthand and 
firmly believe that access to 
them is one of the greatest 
gifts we can give to veterans 
who have given so much to 
our country. 

I am blessed to have 
a career that I am not only 
passionate about but that 
also allows me to benefit 
veterans – America’s true 
heroes – in a life-changing 
way. I am grateful that I am 
in the company of organi-
zations like SoldierStrong 
and United Rentals in our 
commitment to give back to 
our country’s veterans who 
provide us with the power 
of hope and show us what it 
means to persevere.

As we head into the 
best weekend of the year 
for IndyCar fans around the 
world, let's all remember the 
individuals whose service 
affords us the freedoms we 
enjoy each and every day.

CARMEL - A close meet can be good 

for a track and field team, although it is a 
little better if it involves a victory.

The Carmel boys track and field team 
had that close meet Thursday as the Grey-
hounds hosted the sectional at Carmel Sta-
dium. The 'Hounds were chasing Hamilton 
Southeastern for most of the meet, but took 
the lead after the 3200 run and held on to 
claim their third consecutive sectional ti-
tle, scoring 158 points to the Royals' 150.5 
points.

The win was also the 28th sectional title 
in Carmel program history. Just as import-
ant, the Greyhounds had five wins and qual-
ified 15 for next Thursday's regional round 
at Lafayette Jefferson.

"It definitely helps us get ready for the 
tournament, because we know these meets 
are only going to get closer," said Carmel 
coach Ken Browner. "Looking at the state 
meet, we feel if we can get everybody 
through, we're one of the five or six teams 
that can win it, but we can't make mistakes, 
either. And this helped us tonight, because 
if we would've slipped up somewhere, HSE 
would have got us. And so that just helped 
our guys and just let them know, 'Hey, we 
got to be ahead of them these final two rac-
es.'"

The Greyhounds surged ahead thanks to 
their 1-2 finish in the 3200. Kole Mathison 
ran away with the race, finishing in 9 min-
utes, 4.30 seconds. Mathison was 20 sec-
onds ahead of teammate Charlie Schuman, 
who placed second. That gave Carmel 18 
team points, and turned a 14.5-point defi-
cit into a slight lead. The Greyhounds then 
clinched the meet with a runner-up result 
in the 4x400 relay, followed by a 3-4 finish 
from Evan Brehl and Drew Franklin in the 

shot put.
Of course, the 'Hounds were winning 

their share of events as well. James Philpott 
started a run of three straight Carmel wins 
on the track when he took the 100 dash in 
11.29 seconds. That was followed by an 
incredible run from Mathison in the 1600, 
where he sailed home in a new sectional re-
cord time of 4:06.50. The Greyhounds then 
picked up a victory in the 4x100 relay. Phil-

pott later won the 200 dash.
Carmel's other regional qualifiers were 

the 4x800 relay team, Adom Quist in the 
110 hurdles, Andrew Willman in the 300 
hurdles, Aydrian Caldwell in the high jump 
(second place with 6 feet, 5 inches), Chris-
tian Peterson in the long jump, Greg Gottli-
eb in the 200 and Nolan Ring in the discus. 
The top three in each event move on to the 
regional, so Brehl qualified in the shot put 
as well. After that, the Greyhounds will 
likely get a handful of callbacks to regional 
with four at-large spots available, so Frank-
lin could also be heading to Lafayette.

"We qualified everybody we expected 
through, which was good," said Browner. 
"And we had some great performances."

Southeastern had a great meet, with 
three event wins and a total of 14 region-
al qualifiers, with several callbacks on the 
horizon. The Royals began the meet with a 
win in the 4x800 relay, then soared to two 
field event victories.

Manraj Grewal won the high jump with 
a leap of 6 feet, 7 inches. Not only was that a 
personal best for Grewal, but he also broke 
down a barrier.

"I've been stuck at that 6-4, 6-5 range 
for the whole year," said Grewal, so for him 
to finally break through "was amazing." 
Grewal tried for 6-9 and almost cleared it 
- "just hit it with my ankle," he said. But he 
thought the jump was good and said, "my 
confidence is really high right now."

Southeastern got a 1-2 sweep in the long 
jump. Michael Griffith won the event with 
a best jump of 23 feet, while Lamine Sall 
placed second, jumping 22 feet, 7 inches. 

Jack Greer took second in the shot put and 
Jackson Constantine placed third in the dis-
cus, while Alex Troutman was third in the 
high jump, giving HSE six regional quali-
fiers in the field, with callbacks possible as 
well.

Back on the track, Mason Alexander 
placed second in both the 100 and 200 
dashes, while Nolan Satterfield was the 
runner-up in an exceptionally fast 800 run 
at 1:54.16. Other automatic regional track 
qualifiers were Will Gerig in the 110 hur-
dles, Andrew Knight in the 1600 run, Jay-
lon Cooper in the 400 dash and the Royals' 
4x100 relay.

Fishers placed third as a team with 125.5 
points. The Tigers had five event victories, 
starting with hurdle sensation Tyler Tarter. 
The sophomore breezed to victory in both 
110 hurdles (14.73 seconds) and 300 hur-
dles (39.08 seconds), and was also part of 
the winning 4x400 relay.

Keefer Sohengen also ran on the Fish-
ers 4x400, this after cruising to a win in 
the open 400 dash (48.39 seconds). Josh-
ua Forbes won the pole vault, clearing 14 
feet, 6 inches. The Tigers also qualified their 
4x800 and 4x100 relays on to the regional, 
while Makell Wiggins also earned a region-
al spot by placing third in the 400.

Noblesville placed fourth as a team and 
auto-qualified for regional in five events. 
Will Johnston tied for second place in the 
pole vault, then the Millers had four more 
third-place finishers: Christ Degni in the 
100 dash, Joel Mumaw in the 1600, Ben 
Kern in the 300 hurdles and Asher Propst
