Therapy dog Luna set to be
July 4™ parade grand marshal

Noblesville Mayor
Chris Jensen has selected
Noblesville Police Depart-
ment Therapy Dog Luna
as the grand marshal of
this year’s Fourth of July
Stars & Stripes Forever
Parade sponsored by Gay-
lor Electric.

The one-year-old black
lab joined the police force
earlier this year. Luna’s
job is to comfort and love
people. She helps police
officers, firefighters, first
responders and communi-
ty members dealing with
stress or trauma.

“The Fourth of July is
about celebrating our free-
dom and independence and
Luna helps members of the
community regain their
own freedom from mental
health issues,” Jensen said.
“Luna’s presence helps to
calm and de-escalate stress
and emotions in people
who are having a bad day

and need help. Therapy
dogs help break down bar-
riers to communication.
By combining emotional
support and therapeutic
interventions, such as nuz-
zling and laying on the
lap of someone in crisis,
Luna helps reduce anxi-
ety and stress, in addition
to biological stressors like
heart rate, blood pressure
and breathing.”

Officer Ben Lugar is
Luna’s primary handler.
They both went through
training together and Lugar
and will join her in the pa-
rade. Luna’s first day on the
job was in February and on
that same day, she was de-
ployed to her first call.

“The child was just
going through a pretty
stressful environment and
home life,” Lugar said.
“The child was in crisis
mode and just hearing
that Luna was out there
helped instantly calm that

child down so we could
get the family connected
to resources. Luna helped
the child know that we are
here to support you.”

Luna is part of Nobles-
ville’s NobleAct created
in 2020 by Mayor Jensen.
The initiative is meant
to help victims in need
from substance abuse to
homelessness and even
those dealing with men-
tal health issues. Adding
therapy dogs into public
safety is a newer concept
and Luna is the first in
Hamilton County. She is
on-call 24/7 and has made
an immediate impact
within the community and
become a great resource
for first responders.

“Luna is an invaluable
asset for the Noblesville
Police Department and
Noblesville community,”
Lugar said. “Her presence

Hamilton North Chamber takes
a dive in to infrastructure info

The Northern Hamilton
County Chamber of Commerce
(NHCCC) met at the Hamilton
North Public Library, 209 W.
Brinton St., Cicero, on Thurs-
day to offer attendees an oppor-
tunity to learn about the various
infrastructure  improvements
both planned and underway for
U.S.31.

Representatives of Congress-
woman Victoria Spartz and U.S.
Senator Todd Young attended
with the near-capacity crowd.

Speakers included Jennifer
Beck, senior project manag-
er for the Greenville District
for the Indiana Department of
Transportation (INDOT). Beck
spoke about various upcoming
projects along U.S. 31. Infor-
mation on all of them, including
a map detailing projects for the
next five years, can be found on-
line at in.gov/indsot.

Some of Beck’s points of
discussion included:

Carmel opens ‘reimagined’
Inlow Park & Meadowlark Park

» The 276th Street project
has been bid and construction
has started with temporary wid-
ening of U.S. 31 and utility relo-
cation to begin soon.

* 216th Street will become
a cul-de-sac while 266th Street
will become an overpass. There
will be a new access road on the
east side of U.S. 31 between
226th and 236th streets.

* 246th and 256th streets
will become cul-de-sacs.

* The 236th Street overpass
is in the process of construction.

* A house tied to the Under-
ground Railroad and listed on
the National Register of Historic
Places will be relocated, possi-
bly to Conner Prairie.

» 276th Street should be
completed in 2023.

* West of U.S. 31, 276th
Street will be closed soon. The
east portion will be closed in
2023. Access to Reynolds Farm
Equipment will be off U.S. 31.

* Sheridan should have a

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Breaking bald:

Funny, he writes

like he has hair

I was alone, eat- COLUMNIST
ing a fish sandwich at R

Arby’s, when I heard
a reverend delivering
some sort of moment
of reflection via local
radio. His subject mat-
ter: phobias. He listed a
litany of fears: heights,
enclosed spaces, flying,
snakes. Things I've
heard a hundred times
before. But then I heard him add a new one
to the list, “The fear of bald people,” caus-
ing me to nearly choke on my fish fillet.

The fear of —

What?!!

Did I hear correctly?

Did he say “bad” people?

Or bald people?

Is it possible there are people who fear
me by virtue of my baldness? Is this why
I am eating lunch alone? Because I scare
others?

I did a Google search. Sure enough,
there appeared entries for peladophobia or
“the fear of bald people.” Symptoms in-
clude shortness of breath, sweating, heart
palpitations, shaking. And here I thought
my former girlfriends really liked me when
they demonstrated these symptoms. I had
no idea they were having panic attacks. It
all makes sense now. Their fear of my bald-
ness caused them to resort to the good old
head-under-hatchet-breakup-line, the most
overused relationship-killing cliché in his-
tory: “It’s not you. It’s me.” Translation:
“You are bald.”

Thanks to Google, I also learned ways to
cure peladophobia and, perhaps, save a re-
lationship. For example: behavior therapy,
anti-anxiety medicine, psychotherapy and
cognitive-behavioral therapy, all of which,
as a single guy, I used to formulate into pick-
up lines. “Hi, my name is Scott. Yes, I'm
bald. And yes, you are trembling at the mere
sight of me, and sweating so much that right
now I am no longer even attracted to you,
but I just want you to know that after you
go through several dozen sessions of cogni-
tive-behavioral therapy (my treat) you might
be able to one day, dare I say it, peek through
the cracks of the fingers of the hand covering
your eyes and see my horrific hairless scalp
without experiencing the heebie-jeebies.”

Is it not enough of a problem that I am
bald? Suddenly, I found myself on the same
phobia list with spiders, snakes, cockroach-
es, toads, bacteria, hell, mothers-in-law,
plane crashes, clowns, folk art, and radio
reverends.

My mother had wigs when I was a kid.
She had plenty of hair of her own, but it
was the ’70s. For the husbands, it was sort
of like wife swapping, only without a mor-
al dilemma. My brother and I had fun try-
ing on her wigs. We didn’t get all Anthony

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'Ihe making of A Meadows T ale at Cyntheanne Park

The story A Meadow’s
Tale began in the summer
of 2021 with my curiosity
of the wildflower varieties
in the fields at Cyntheanne
Park, where I frequently
visit as a nearby resident.

As a teacher at the IPS/
Butler Lab School 60, I
thought it would be perfect
for my pre-kindergarten stu-
dents and their families to
engage in a year-long study
of the meadows there. Our
class then composed a sto-
ry encompassing the work
they had completed, called
A Meadow's Tale.

Written and illustrated
by my students, 4 Mead-
ow’s Tale follows a mead-
ow mouse named Fern in
search of spring with the
help of Terry the painted
turtle, Lemon the rabbit,
and Eloise the monarch.
From the perspective of
young children, the story
was greatly inspired by the
works of A. A. Milne and
Beatrix Potter.

When teach-
ing, it is most
encouraging  to
know that your
excitement to
learn something
new is shared by
the students, too.
Piece by piece,
students  studied
and built a repli-
ca of the meadows at Cyn-
theanne Park within their
classroom. We began with
perennial flowers that are
seen in the school neighbor-
hood, as well as including
the Black-eyed Susan, com-
mon milkweed, and purple
coneflower.

Following the changing
landscape, students then
studied the late-fall meadow,
which included the brown-
ing milkweed leaves and
monarchs stopping to feast
before traveling south for
the winter. An understand-
ing of the meadow’s bed as
a warm bungalow for mead-
ow mice was a cherished
winter lesson. Much to all
our dismay, the revelation
that mosquitos hibernate is

remembered, too.
With grand an-
ticipation of his
return, the painted
turtle, Terry, lay
buried in the pond
muck throughout
our long winter
studies.

Students and
their families
met at Cyntheanne Park in
mid-February to complete
necessary field work. The
study of the meadow in its
dormant state was incredibly
impactful for the students.
This experience heightened
the students’ anticipation for
a meadow no longer resting
— a spring meadow!

As spring approached,
we studied the awakening
meadow, and the compo-
sition of A Meadows Tale
began. After a weekend in
early spring, I reported back
to them that Terry was seen
swimming across the pond,
which brought immense de-
light and confirmation that
their studies and arrange-
ment of 4 Meadow’s Tale
were precise.

Rossi stays red hot, tops first Road America practice session

After finishes of fifth and second in the
past two NTT INDYCAR SERIES races,
Alexander Rossi seems to be back in cham-
pionship form with Andretti Autosport.

The driver of the No. 27 NAPA AUTO
PARTS/AutoNation Honda solidified that
notion Friday in the weekend’s first prac-
tice at Road America, turning the fastest lap
of the 75-minute session in preparation for
Sunday’s Sonsio Grand Prix at Road Amer-
ica presented by AMR, the eighth of 17 rac-
es this season.

Rossi arrived at the picturesque 14-turn,
4.048-mile permanent road course on the
charge, up to seventh in the driver standings
after top-five finishes in the Indianapolis
500 presented by Gainbridge at Indianap-
olis Motor Speedway and the Chevrolet
Detroit Grand Prix presented by Lear at the
Raceway at Belle Isle Park in Detroit. Rossi
trails series leader Will Power by 74 points.
He has finished in the top 11 in five consec-
utive races.

Friday, Rossi led Friday’s field of 27
car-and-driver combinations with a lap of 1
minute, 45.6027 seconds, the first step to-
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ward what could be his first series victory
since 2019. At this same track, the Califor-
nian led 54 of the 55 laps, winning by more
than 28 seconds for his seventh career series
win.

“Yeah, it was good,” Rossi said of the
first-day Road America practice. “It’s a bit
weird to have (the use of) the Firestone
(Firehawk) alternate tires on Day 1, so it
will be interesting to see how that translates
to practice and qualifying (Saturday). The
track evolution will continue to get better
every session of the weekend.

“Obviously, the car rolled off really
strong, which is positive on these weekends
where it’s so close you’ve got to start from
a good point.”

Rossi’s lap edged the best time set
by teammate Colton Herta, who posted a
1:45.7361 in the No. 26 Gainbridge Honda
of Andretti Autosport w/Curb-Agajanian.
Rossi couldn’t be happier if he could end his
44-race series victory drought this weekend
at this track.

“I love this place,” he said. “I think it’s
one of the top five road courses in the world

in my book. It’s got everything. It’s just a
joy to drive around here.

“It’s a beautiful part of the world, the
people are great, the fan turnout is awe-
some, the weather usually is pretty good, so
all A-pluses in my book.”

Marcus Ericsson, the winner of last
month's “500,” was third Friday in the No.
8 Huski Chocolate Chip Ganassi Racing
Honda at 1:45.8050. Will Power was fourth
in the No. 12 Verizon Team Penske Chevro-
let at 1:45.8592 with last year’s Road Amer-
ica winner, Alex Palou, fifth in the No. 10
The American Legion Honda of Chip Ga-
nassi Racing at 1:45.9140.

The 27 cars turned 160 more laps than
were turned in last year’s first practice, an
average of more than five laps per car.

This race features the series return of
Simona De Silvestro, the 2010 Indianapolis
500 Rookie of the Year who has finished as
high as second in her 69 career starts. She is
driving the No. 16 Paretta Autosport Chev-
rolet in a partnership with Ed Carpenter
Racing.

“It was definitely much faster and (the

car) braked much better than anything I’ve
driven the last five years,” De Silvestro said.
“It was really good. I’'m really happy to be
back in INDYCAR, especially (at Road
America). It’s quite special.

“I think Road America is one of the
coolest tracks we get to and one of the fast-
est ones. Definitely feels really fast at the
moment.”

The presence of De Silvestro and Tatia-
na Calderon (No. 11 ROKiT/AJ Foyt Rac-
ing Chevrolet) gives the NTT INDYCAR
SERIES two women drivers in the same
race since the 2015 Indianapolis 500 pre-
sented by Gainbridge. That race featured de
Silvestro and Pippa Mann.

Series resumes action at 10:45 a.m. with
the first of the day's two practices. The sec-
ond, at 5:20 p.m., follows NTT P1 Award
qualifying at 1:45 p.m.

All of the action can be viewed on Pea-
cock Premium, NBC'’s live streaming plat-
form. The INDYCAR Radio Network also
will have coverage on the INDYCAR Mo-
bile App and racecontrol.indycar.com.
