written on it. A girl’s rack-
et! I feigned appreciation,
taking a few half-hearted
strokes in the living room,
fearing any second I would
begin developing breasts.

The 90- to 100-degree days
of July and August didn’t
matter. To stay hydrated, [
filled the tennis ball can —
they were metal then — with
warm water from the near-
by fountain, each sip tast-
ing like rust and tennis ball
chemicals. It likely stunted
my growth. Made my hair
fall out. Between matches,
I’d get a chili dog at Dairy
Queen and resume play
without gastrointestinal re-
percussions. My skin went
from lobster red to bronze in
just a few days.

I was a scrappy, top-spin-
ning, loudmouthed, human
backboard type of player. I
had no backhand. My sec-
ond serve was so slow it
actually went in reverse. My
canvas tennis shoes would
rip after only a couple of
matches, and I would wrap
them with Dad’s electri-
cian’s tape.

With no prior lessons,
I joined the Tell City High
School Marksmen tennis
team. Our coach, also new
to the sport, sat in his car
and sipped a beer while we
ran laps. He reminded me of
the coach (Walter Matthau)

Inspired
by McEn-
roe’s show-
manship,
I made a
spectacle
of myself,
grunting
and jumping
with  each
stroke, div-
ing for the
out-of-reach shots as if the
asphalt were Wimbledon
grass (a little blood never
hurt anyone), rolling, sliding
like a clay court specialist
(this technique caused me to
tear my ACL during a match
in my 30s), climbing fenc-
es, yelling at myself for my
boneheaded blunders, and
cussing out the tennis ball
for its mutinous spirit when
losing a point. I would hold
the ball up to my face and
exclaim, “There’s one in
every can!” My teammates
ate it up. They nicknamed
me “Gazelle” because of
my exaggerated, ballet-like
leaps during returns.

Though 1 was a local
bad boy of tennis, Mom
never missed a match. She
applauded with zeal when
opponents double faulted,
making her, I guess, “the bad
mom of tennis.” An Evans-
ville kid, after hearing her
squeal with unsportsman-
like delight when he served
a ball into the net, asked
during changeover, “Who
is that #$%&?” To which
I replied, “That #$%& is
my mom.” I hacked him to
death in the third set —
Mom’s honor.

Our team never won a
title, often thwarted by the
dreaded Jasper Wildcats,
historically one of the best
tennis programs south of
Indy.

It
was such an infectious chant
that I swore I heard my own
teammates shout it. Yes,
every shot my opponent
made went to my backhand.

The third set ended
quickly. I lost.

In tennis, I was better
than some but worse than
most. I never made it to
Wimbledon. Sorry, Mom
and Dad. Still, God love
you, Johnny Mac.

AG Rokita & team achieve $2.9M
settlement in Medicaid fraud case

The REPORTER

Indiana Attorney Gener-
al Todd Rokita announced
Tuesday his office has re-
covered $2.9 million to
settle allegations that a
Northeast Indiana hospital
network overbilled Indiana
Medicaid between January
2017 and March 2021.

The overbilling resulted
from the usage of improp-
er revenue codes submit-
ted to Medicaid for certain
blood-clotting tests per-
formed on patients at sev-
eral hospital locations op-
erated by Parkview Health
System.

“All Medicaid provid-
ers have an obligation to
ensure that they are seek-
ing appropriate and justi-
fiable payments from the
Indiana program,” Rokita
said. “Whenever we have

On behalf of Hoosiers,
Rokita and his team have
now recovered more than
$429 million since he took
office in January 2021. That
sum represents the work
of four divisions: Com-
plex Litigation; Consumer

Protection;  Lit-
igation; and the
Medicaid Fraud
Control Unit.

“Our  team
takes very seri-
ously our respon-
sibility to be wise
and faithful stew-
ards of the pub-
lic trust,” Rokita
said. “Some recoveries are
returned to the public trea-
sury, and some are sent di-
rectly to everyday Hoosiers
to whom money is owed.
Our mission is to ensure
justice is done.”

BBB: Beware perils of ‘clickbait’

Clickbait involves “bait-
ing” an unsuspecting reader
into clicking on a link by
using enticing verbiage, a
salacious headline or an ad
that seems too good to be
true. Scammers and mis-
leading advertisers also use
remarkable current events
or disasters to drive clicks.

So, why is clickbait so
dangerous? Simply put,
clickbait could represent a
serious threat to your cy-
bersecurity. Not only could
the information that you
read online be false, you
could be clicking on a mali-
cious link and installing vi-
ruses or spyware onto your
computer. When dealing
with cybersecurity risks, it
pays to be cautious.

Even when a clickbait
link doesn’t install mal-
ware, the information pre-
sented can be incredibly
misleading. Clickbait head-
lines can also be a form of
“native advertising.” Na-
tive advertising involves
advertising or marketing
content that appears similar
to news, featured articles,
and product reviews. The
risk of these ads, accord-
ing to the Federal Trade
Commission’s Guide for
Businesses, is that con-

The Better Business
Bureau (BBB) offers these
suggestions to avoid the
perils of clickbait:

Al-
ways hover over the post,
use your mouse, and look
at the link. If it seems sus-
picious, or you don’t recog-
nize the source, avoid it.

* Avoid unnecessary
updates. Be cautious of
videos that redirect you to
update your video player.
Hackers could be using this
seemingly routine down-
load to obtain personal in-
formation or access to your

computer.
. Avoid “buzz-
words.” Words like “shock-

* Verify. If you are cu-
rious about a headline,
search credible media out-
lets for similar information
before clicking.

Consum-
ers tell BBB that links to
IQ tests, credit info, and
miracle cures often lead to
malware.

Shaffer reviews
Brainard’s ‘legacy
of numbers’

Dear Editor:

As Carmel’s mayor leaves office, he leaves a legacy
of numbers.

In 26 years, his city’s population grew 185 percent
as its debt increased exponentially to $1.5 billion today
— with more borrowing planned.

Carmel’s city budget grew 71 percent and its prop-
erty tax rate, more than 50 percent.

More than 140 roundabouts cost a half-billion dol-
lars in borrowed principal and interest, reducing acci-
dent and injury accident rates by half of 1 percent.

In recent months, three major scandals erupted:

* A 46-percent cost overrun on Hotel Carmichael
built on public expense despite a developer’s “guaran-
tee” it would build not one, but two “motor courts.”

* A sexual harassment complaint against the city at-
torney which the mayor squelched for more than a year
and then accepted the attorney’s resignation after a city
councilor’s investigation was brought to his attention

* Another sexual misconduct case within the police
department.

The twin jewels of the mayor’s vision, the Palladi-
um and Hotel Carmichael, remain locked in debt. The
two hotel bonds won’t be paid off until 2035 and the
two Center for the Performing Arts bonds, until 2033.

The mayor initially proposed the Center as a $17
million program funded by donations and grants. The
2022 principal and interest payments on Palladium
bonds is $7 million alone.

A $300 million increase in principal and interest
owed last year alone won’t be paid off until 2046.

As with Robert Owens’ New Harmony, Ind., Carm-
el’s utopian centrally-planned dream evaporates in the
harsh sunlight of reality.

adversity there.”

Alexander picked up another touchdown
in the third quarter, making a two-yard push
into the end zone midway through the pe-
riod.

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Westfield’s ground game provides
second half boost for win over Avon

WESTFIELD - It’s never a good thing
when a high school football game is pep-
pered with penalties. Both Avon and West-
field had their fair share of yellow flags
thrown. If it wasn’t turnovers, three missed
field goals or a blocked punt, the first half
had many moments that warranted a pretty
heated halftime locker room.

There must have been something that
the Westfield coaching staff drove home
to the Shamrocks that turned their first half
miscues into multiple positives in a 35-21
win over Avon last night.

“It felt like we should have had a good
lead at half and then had the ball coming
out. We missed three field goals. I think we
finished the night with eight penalties, some
that were self-inflicted and unacceptable,”
said Westfield head coach Jake Gilbert on
the impact penalties and mishaps on special
teams affected the first half.

It became a habit for the ‘Rocks to be-
gin drives in Avon territory. Westfield had
the fortune of beginning 10 of its 14 offen-
sive possessions on Avon’s side of the field.
Their first series began at the Avon 37. Four
plays into it, Cole Ballard ran up the middle
for a 7-0 lead.

Avon quarterback Mason Reynolds
fumbled on his own 21, giving Westfield a
short field.

A false start brought the third play back
to a third down and 12 at the Avon 23. The
‘Rocks fumbled it right back. The Orioles
didn’t get far, being forced to punt.

After a short punt, Avon held strong on
defense and forced Westfield into a field
goal opportunity. Brody Boehm would miss
wide right on a 44-yard attempt.

The Orioles then put together a drive
in the early part of the second quarter that
resulted in a two-yard touchdown run from
Dailon Zeigler to tie it 7-7.

The ‘Rocks blocked an Avon punt and
recovered it at the Oriole 34, but Boehm
would miss another field goal just into the
final minute before halftime, leaving the
score 7-7.

“Obviously, poor on our offense and the
execution in the first half, but much better
in the second half,” stated Gilbert on West-
field's turnaround in the second half offen-
sively.

“Great by our defense the whole time.
So, the defense had their backs against
the wall and had to keep going and mak-
ing plays. For them to come up with five
takeaways, that’s amazing,” said Gilbert
on his defense’s performance throughout
the game.

Sophomore Kendall Garnett is turning
into quite the back for Westfield. Being
thrust into a starting role in the past few
weeks has really sparked him and bolstered
his production.

Garnett found the end zone for the first
of his two scores on a one-yard run up the
middle that broke the tie, putting Westfield
up 14-7 early in the third.

On the next Avon series, Reynolds fum-
bled and Mikeah Webster pounced on it.
Once again with great field position, Bochm
was set for a shorter field goal.

Starting at the Avon 31, Ballard capped
off the short drive with a one-yard run for
the TD to make it 21-7.

A penalty was called and Avon ran a
play with no time on the third quarter clock.
On a third down and 18 at Westfield’s 29,
Reynolds found Cameron Green for an 18-
yard TD pass, narrowing the gap to 21-14
after three.

The next drive for Westfield, Garnett ran
from five yards out pushing it back to a two-
score game at 28-14.

“Our running back played his butt off.
I thought our quarterback (Cole Ballard)
was a warrior. | felt like our defense was
extremely opportunistic with their take-
aways,” stated Gilbert on the play of Gar-
nett and Ballard in the backfield.

Avon wasn’t giving up hope on a come-
back, but time wasn’t on their side. The
scored in the middle of the fourth on a five-
yard run from Jaiden Jones, cutting it to
28-21.

The ‘Rocks were then faced with a
third down and nine at the Avon 34. Ballard
faked the draw to Garnett and kept it, run-
ning up the middle for a 34-yard touchdown
for what would be the final score of 35-21.

“They kind of willed us to win,” said
Gilbert of Garnett and Ballard.

“I thought the o-line picked it up. We
had a whole new o-line from last week.
Three guys in different spots, two new play-
ers and they started to get in sync in the sec-
ond half and I was happy with that,” stated
Gilbert, complementing the offensive line.

“We did what we had to do to win the
game. We have great potential, poor exe-
cution as a team, poor discipline, but we’re
working on it. I’'m just happy we got the
win,” continued Gilbert on some areas the
Shamrocks need to improve on before next
week’s game at Fishers.

Having a sense of urgency, the Orioles
took to the air and that’s when Shamrock
defensive back Andrew Lieske picked off
a Reynolds pass that sealed the game for
Westfield.

Avon (0-7, 0-5 HCC) is having trouble
trying to piece together a win. Last season,
the Orioles dropped their first eight before
winning their regular season finale against
Noblesville.

The Orioles host Zionsville (4-3, 2-3
HCC) next week.

Kendall Garnett carried 29 times for 98
yards and two touchdowns and Cole Bal-
lard ran for 96 yards on 13 rushes and three
scores.

Westfield (4-3, 3-2 HCC) has a tough
task on the road at Fishers (5-2, 3-2 HCC)
on Friday.
