Bud Wright remains head coach
Kevin Wright & Jake Chesney named associate head coaches

On Monday evening, Sher-

idan Community Schools re-
leased the following statement 
regarding the suspension of 
longtime head football coach, 
Larry “Bud” Wright, which 
was announced last Friday af-
ternoon.

“Sheridan Community 
Schools has named Kevin 
Wright and Jake Chesney as 
Associate Head Coaches be-
ginning immediately. Coach 
Bud Wright will continue 
in his role as Head Coach.   
Coach Wright was placed on 
a paid administrative leave 
while a review of the pro-
gram took place. It was de-
termined that Coach (Bud) 
Wright should continue to 
be the Head Coach with the

Coaches in 
place.”

K e v -
in Wright 
played for 
his father 
at Sheri-
dan High 
S c h o o l , 
graduating 
in 1983. He then played four 
years of college football at 
Western Kentucky University, 
where he was a wide receiver.

Wright coached at Frank-
fort for one year, 1991, before 
heading to Noblesville, where 
he coached from 1992 to 1998 
and leading the Millers to a 
sectional title in 1997.

From there, Wright spent 
one year at Louisville Trini-

ty (1999), 
then had 
six highly 
successful 
s e a s o n s 
at Warren 
C e n t r a l 
(2000-05). 
The War-
riors won 
three state 

championships under Wright’s 
supervision, in 2003, 2004, 
2005 and claimed at least a 
sectional title in all six seasons.

After stops at Union High 
School in Oklahoma and a 
two-year stint as offensive 
coordinator at his alma ma-
ter Western Kentucky, Wright 
returned to Hamilton County 
in 2010 to coach Carmel. He 
spent five seasons coaching 

the Greyhounds, winning state 
in 2011 and finishing as run-
ner-up in 2013 and 2014.

Wright coached at IMG 
Academy, the nationally rec-
ognized prep school in Bra-
denton, Fla, for four years 
(2015-19). Wright led IMG 
to an undefeated season in his 
first season. After that, Wright 
accepted the tight ends coach 
position at Indiana University, 
coaching there from 2020 to 
2023.

Chesney graduated from 
Sheridan in 2015, where he 
was a multi-sport star in foot-
ball, basketball and baseball. 
He would go on to play foot-
ball at Trine University all four 
years and has been with the 
Blackhawks’ staff the past few 
seasons.

Westfield buys 
Wood Wind Golf 
Club, announces 

future plans

Wood Wind Golf Club will remain 
a golf course for the foreseeable fu-
ture, Westfield city leaders announced 
Monday.

Mayor Scott 
Willis con-
firmed the city 
has reached an 
agreement to buy 
the 147-acre golf 
course located 
near the intersec-
tion of 161st Street 
and Towne Road. 

The $3.1 mil-
lion purchase price includes all build-
ings on the grounds, the clubhouse 
and party pavilion, and site amenities, 
including two pickleball courts, golf 
carts, maintenance equipment, and 
furnishings. 

Willis said he hopes the purchase 
will end speculation that Wood Wind 
would close to make room for new 
housing.

“Since my first day in office, the 
owner has pitched ideas to develop the 
course into a high-density housing de-
velopment,” Willis said in a news re-
lease. “The city purchasing the course 
ensures that it will remain a commu-
nity asset for decades to come and the 
open green space the area offers will 
be preserved.” 

Willis also says he expects the 
course will continue generating rev-
enue, and that the profits will be re-
invested in the course and additional 
community amenities.

It will become Westfield’s first 
city-owned golf course.

Wood Wind was developed in 1990 
by Ron and Gary Kern, well-known 
golf course architects in Indiana.

You can also register to 
vote in person at the Ham-
ilton County Clerk’s Office, 
located in Suite 106 of the 
Government & Judicial 
Center in downtown No-
blesville.

Are you already regis-
tered? You can check or up-
date your voter registration 
status, find your nearest vot-
ing location, and see who's 
on your ballot while on the 
state's website.

The deadline to register 

to vote in Indiana is Oct. 7 
and early voting begins Oct. 
8. The General Election is 
set for Tuesday, Nov. 5.

You can request an ab-
sentee ballot at this link 
if you are unable to vote 
in-person at your polling 
location.

with Ring of Fire: 
The Music of 
Johnny Cash.

The song-
filled show loose-
ly traces the life 
of the singer/
songwriter from 
his youthful days in the 
Arkansas cotton fields, 
through his early musical 
successes and marriage to 
June Carter, on to the very 
pinnacle of his life as a per-
former. Cash's story is told 
almost entirely through a 
cornucopia of songs – a 
pleasing arrangement that 
both tells his tale and lifts 
our spirit into a delightful 
nostalgia.

Led by Kent M. Lew-
is as the narrator, who also 
directs and choreographs 
the show, the remarkably 
talented ensemble fills the 

stage with Cash's 
catalogue. Lewis 
brings an uncan-
ny vocal quality 
to his role – so 
much like Cash in 
timbre, tone, and 
expression, if you 
closed your eyes 
to listen to his in-
terpretations, you 
would swear it 

was The Man in Black.
In her ATI debut, Sar-

ah Hund does outstanding 
work portraying the females 
in Cash's life. Long ago, I 
proclaimed her “the most 
talented performer I know,” 
and Ms. Hund retains that 
title with a performance full 
of vocals and instrumenta-
tions that are a pleasure to 
watch and hear. 

Joining with Lewis and 
Ms. Hund are a number of 
other accomplished musical 
performers, each playing a 
variety of instruments and 
singing in turn. I have seen 

Brandon Alstott play Cash 
in ATI's Million Dollar 
Quartet and he often adds 
a worthy portrayal of the 
man to these proceedings. 
Matt McClure's electric 
guitar work and the stand-
up bass-playing of Jordan 
Simmons, along with musi-
cal director/pianist Nathan 

Perry, fill out the musical 
picture with aplomb. All six 
cast members readily com-
bine their vocals resulting 
in some very fine close har-
mony work.

INDOT to unveil plans for 
I-465/U.S. 31 project in Carmel

The Indiana Department 
of Transportation next week 
will roll out a timeline on 
a new construction project 
at the Interstate 465 inter-

change for U.S. 31 in Car-
mel.

Kyleigh Cramer, public 
relations director for IN-
DOT, said the project will 
make it easier for drivers to 
merge on and off the inter-
state to U.S. 31.

“This project is aiming 
at addressing capacity and 
also efficiency in this area, 
those are the two biggest 
ones, we're seeing a lot of 
traffic in this area, again 
Hamilton County is grow-
ing,” Cramer said.

The project includes an 
interchange modification to 
the I-465 and U.S. 31 in-
terchange to add capacity, 
and increase efficiency and 
safety by eliminating traffic 
weaving and merging.

“It's almost 105,000 ve-
hicles that travel U.S. 31 in 
both directions per day, es-
timated for 2025,” Cramer 
said.

That number will grow 
to 160,000 by the year 2045.

Cramer says details of 
the project, including lane 
closures and the start and 
completion dates, will be 
outlined at a public meeting 
Sept. 26.

“This does allow the 
project team and the motor-
ing public to sit down and 
talk about upcoming mile-
stones we're going to hit,” 
she said.

Feedback from drivers 
will be taken into consid-
eration as INDOT drafts a 
final outline of the project, 
which will be presented at a 
second meeting.

“I think a lot of peo-
ple will agree, this project 
needs to be done,” Cramer 
said. “It's growing so rap-
idly in this area and with 
that comes more people, 
move vehicles and more 
traffic.” 

The public meeting will 
be Sept. 26 at the Drury Pla-
za Hotel, 9625 N. Meridian 
St. Doors will open at 5:30 
p.m. with a formal presenta-
tion beginning at 6 p.m.

Young introduces bill to protect American energy

U.S. Senator Todd Young 
(R-Ind.) joined with fellow 
Senate Commerce Com-
mittee Republicans in intro-
ducing the Safe and Secure 
Transportation of American 
Energy Act to protect Amer-
ican energy from attacks or 
the threat of attacks.

The legislation would 
deter domestic “eco-terror-
ists” from targeting pipe-
lines that transport oil and 

gas in the U.S. 
by expanding 
the current crim-
inal penalties to 
cover vandalism, 
tampering with, 
or disrupting the 
operations or 
construction of a 
pipeline.

“About 90 
percent of America’s trans-
portation sector is reliant 
on oil, and pipeline dis-

ruptions pose a 
major threat to 
America’s en-
ergy security,” 
Sen. Young said. 
“Our legislation 
takes much-need-
ed steps to better 
protect our criti-
cal infrastructure 
and deter attacks 

on America’s pipelines.” 
Current federal law al-

lows for criminal charges 

against individuals who 
damage or destroy operat-
ing pipelines. However, the 
law does not clearly apply 
these penalties to those who 
vandalize, tamper with, 
or disrupt the operation or 
construction of a pipeline. 
The Safe and Secure Trans-
portation of American En-
ergy Act would correct that 
oversight.

Electric car ignites at dealership, 
highlights firefighting challenge

An electric car fire at 
the Audi dealership on 96th 
Street over the weekend has 
highlighting the challenges 
firefighters are facing when 
EVs catch fire.

The lithium ion battery 
in the car is what gave fire-
fighters such a challenge.

Tim Griffin, a spokes-
man for Carmel Fire Depart-
ment, said, “The dealership 
did have a sprinkler system, 

which probably helped the 
spread, but it wasn’t putting 
that out. It took the firefight-
ers and us getting hoses in 
there and on that car to cool 
it off enough to actually be 
able to move it.”

Griffin told I-Team 8 
that fire departments across 
the country are still trying 
to figure out the best way to 
fight electric vehicle fires. 
“Every fire is difficult, right, 
but these are just a differ-
ent set of difficulties and 
they do burn at a high lev-

el of heat and a lot of times 
they’re not going to go out.”

They experienced that 
with this fire as well. “We 
followed it on the wreck-
er because it did reignite a 
couple times while moving 
it out of the building.”

The Carmel Fire De-
partment is not necessarily 
seeing more electric vehicle 
fires. They just have not per-
fected how to fight them.

“A new technology 
comes in and things change, 
so we treat it like we do. We 

adapt. We overcome,” Grif-
fin said.

I-Team 8 called the Audi 
dealership where the fire 
happened to find out if it 
will change how they mar-
ket electric vehicles, but no 
one had returned the call be-
fore the story aired Tuesday.

“The last year few years at 
this point in time we need-
ed some help, so we know 
the challenge of Noblesville 
and Zionsville (away on 
Sept. 24), but the bottom line 
is when we do what we do, 
we’re capable of giving our-
selves a chance.”

In the second half, the 
Royals played their game, 
and their offense ramped up 
the pressure.

With six shots in the first 
half, HSE fired 11 in the sec-
ond with six shots on goal for 
nine overall in the game.
